In announcing his state budget proposal on Monday, Governor John Kasich infuriated many conservatives by voicing his support for the expansion of Ohio's Medicaid program under the federal healthcare reform law.  While he insisted “this isn't Obamacare,” many are left wondering – how else would you describe it?  And the fallout could be far-reaching on both sides.  Joining us this morning is Politico senior policy reporter David Nather.......

Indeed, you wrote a piece for Politico this week in which you described Ohio as Obamacare's “biggest red-state catch”  even though Governor Kasich is twisting himself into a pretzel trying to say that's not the case.

The health care industry was pushing him hard on this... and the governor is choosing to look at it as bringing Ohio taxpayer dollars back to the state from Washington.  He's making the case that this will save the state money and lower health insurance premiums for everyone.  Why isn't that enough?

Could this spark a revolt by the very people who got him elected?  Sort of like the reverse of the backlash over his plan to roll back collective bargaining?  Any chance this gets killed in the legislature?

Supporters are calling it “influential” that Kasich has caved on this key component of the Affordable Care Act.  And there are several states still on the fence.  Is this the catalyst proponents have been looking for?

But the governor insists that he still is opposed to the individual mandate, and he has consistently refused to set up a state-run health care exchange... does this re-ignite the debate over whether Obamacare is a workable plan if it's done piecemeal?

Some observers have speculated that this move will hurt John Kasich in any political aspirations he may have beyond Columbus.  But it seems that, to this point anyway, he has been something of a teflon Governor.  For all the talk... he didn't get the collective bargaining reform he wanted, he had to scale back his initial plan to sell off or lease the turnpike... and yet those things didn't seem to weaken his standing.  How big of a black mark will this be with conservatives?
